FIRST SCRIPTURE LESSON		1 Corinthians 1:10-18	NT page 155
Now I appeal to you, brothers and sisters, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you be in agreement and that there be no divisions among you but that you be knit together in the same mind and the same purpose. 11 For it has been made clear to me by Chloe’s people that there are quarrels among you, my brothers and sisters. 12 What I mean is that each of you says, “I belong to Paul,” or “I belong to Apollos,” or “I belong to Cephas,” or “I belong to Christ.” 13 Has Christ been divided? Was Paul crucified for you? Or were you baptized in the name of Paul? 14 I thank God that I baptized none of you except Crispus and Gaius, 15 so that no one can say that you were baptized in my name. 16 I did baptize also the household of Stephanas; beyond that, I do not know whether I baptized anyone else. 17 For Christ did not send me to baptize but to proclaim the gospel—and not with eloquent wisdom, so that the cross of Christ might not be emptied of its power.18 For the message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God.

SECOND SCRIPTURE LESSON	Matthew 4:12-23		NT page 3
12 Now when Jesus heard that John had been arrested, he withdrew to Galilee. 13 He left Nazareth and made his home in Capernaum by the sea, in the territory of Zebulun and Naphtali, 14 so that what had been spoken through the prophet Isaiah might be fulfilled: 15 “Land of Zebulun, land of Naphtali, on the road by the sea, across the Jordan, Galilee of the gentiles— 16 the people who sat in darkness have seen a great light, and for those who sat in the region and shadow of death light has dawned.” 17 From that time Jesus began to proclaim, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has come near.” 18 As he walked by the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew his brother, casting a net into the sea—for they were fishers. 19 And he said to them, “Follow me, and I will make you fishers of people.” 20 Immediately they left their 

nets and followed him. 21 As he went from there, he saw two other brothers, James son of Zebedee and his brother John, in the boat with their father Zebedee, mending their nets, and he called them. 22 Immediately they left the boat and their father and followed him.23 Jesus went throughout all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues and proclaiming the good news of the kingdom and curing every disease and every sickness among the people.

Welcome!  We welcome Kathy Welsh Smith to our pulpit again today! After a long career in collegiate campus ministry, Kathy made the leap to working in the church in 2017. She most recently served as the Director of Discipleship at Central Presbyterian. Kathy is now a Candidate for Minister of Word and Sacrament and a recent graduate of United Seminary, Twin Cities. She is married to Rob, who works at Loyola University, and together they are the parents of two adult children and the grandparents of the 3 (objectively!) cutest grandsons in the world.

Search Team: At the January Session meeting, a new Search Team was elected to move forward to find us a new pastor. Committee on Ministry member, Guy Moody, met with Session to explain our options. Session chose to follow a new path, Transitional Pastor, designed to move quicker and offer more creative possibilities for the way things might work now. The purpose is to ensure that we have essential pastoral leadership and to guide us in determining our mission and style of leadership to achieve that goal.

The Search Team met twice and learned in more detail how this Transitional Pastor position will work for us. It will allow us to call a Bridge Pastor for up to six months while we design interview questions and advertise. The Search Team will review applications and interview candidates for the Transitional Pastor position. Once a candidate is identified, Session will contract with the selected pastor for 1-2 years with options to renew.

At the last meeting, the Search Team finalized a job description that is now being sent to Committee on Ministry (COM). With their continued guidance, the team will move forward with each step. The pool of candidates is not large and if you know anyone who might be interested, let us know. They need to be an ordained minister PC(USA) or from a denomination with whom PC(USA) is in full communion.
